I am now filled with the Holy 
Ghost, Praise the Lord! 

I started ministering in the church choir and also composed songs.  I also started doing door to 
door evangelism with other brothers and later on became the youth leader in the church.  At this 
time, I am devoted to the work of Evangelism and teaching the youth.
